Section 1

Cabinet assembly

Tools

Rubber mallet, cordless drill with magnetic tip and various Philip heads, torpedo level with magnetic side, paint stir stick (from  paint store), movers pad or soft carpet say 5'x6', recommended minwax cherry 235 touch up pen and 935 cherry putty, razor knife, screw driver various Phillips heads, optional construction adhesive and caulk gun.

Box assembly: this part same for all cabinets uppers, drawer bases and base cabinets.

1 open box
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2 take out side panel (1 of 2)

Place on pad with almond colored panel connectors (here in referred to as panel connectors), facing up.
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3 place back panel of cabinet vertical over the side panel, align the panel connectors and slide in, make sure that the panels are flush at the edge's and at the back panel.
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groove
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4 screw small screws into the panel connectors to secure
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note when connectors are being aligned draw panels together by using mallet and a piece of wood see photo 
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5 put bottom panel into groove in side panel align panel connectors and and secure with small screws
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6 place 2nd side panel on top of the 1st side panel and back panel align panel connectors and screw secure

7 place cabinet on its back 
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8 get face frame and screw  connector pins in threaded holes in face frame ( pins are threaded one end and are round shaped on opposite end)

9 place face frame connector pins over holes in cabinet box, gently and evenly push connector pins into the holes in cabinet box. when face frame is on,gently tap home with mallett
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10 put cam locks into the predrilled holes , inside of cabinet box approx 1/2" size 

use a hand screw driver , gently twisting to secure face frame to cabinet box with the cam locks

11 screw and secure bottom panel on bottom side of panel and toe kick, using panel connectors & small screws
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12 screw with longer screws ( included) the back panel to the upper panel and bottom panel, on single door use 2 screws on double door use 3 screws,this step is for upper cabinets only

13 for base and drawer base install plastic corner supports
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this is the basic cabinet box assembly that is repeated for all cabinets wether drawer base, base or upper

for upper cabinets doors come with hinges installed 

wait until after installing the Upper cabinets to do the final adjustment of hinges.

Section 2

assembling drawers and setting drawer glides,adjusting drawers and assembling pullouts

on a drawer base the first step in assemble the drawer glides 

1 assembling drawers, place drawer front facing down place side of drawer next to front, screw together in pre drilled holes
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put 2nd side panel on and screw in 
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slide bottom drawer panel into groove
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put back of drawer on and screw into place, you now have a drawer,assemble the rest of your drawers

assemble your drawer base box just like in assembly instruction 1 
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there they are the torpedo and the paint stick

next step is to adjust the glides in the cabinet box, they come protruding from the face frame to much, the drawer would not close all the way

so you have to adjust them. Start by unscrewing the bottom glide, put the paint stick under the glide and move glide back until it's flush with the front of the face frame that's it. now on the drawers above you have to.
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PUT THE PAINT STICK ON TOP OF THE RAIL IN THE FACE FRAME AND ( MAKE SURE YOU ARE ON A LEVLE SURFACE) USE THE LEVEL TO KEEP THE GLIDE LEVEL, THEN AJUST SO THE FRONT OF THE GLIDE IS FLUSH WITH THE FACE FRAME, THATS IT

NOW YOU NEED TO AJUST THE DRAWERS WHEN THEY ARE MOUNTED IN THE CABINET, PUT THE DRAWER IN AND STARTING WITH BOTTOM DRAWER FEEL IF IT IS LEVEL WITH THE BOTTOM OF THE FACE FRAME, IF NOT UNSCREW THE GLIDE ON THE SIDE OF THE DRAWER AND MOVE IT UP OR DOWN  ON THE DRAWER TO AJUST IT'S  HEIGHT THEN MOVE ON TO THE DRAWER'S ABOVE ADJUSTING THE HEIGHT, this time using the face frame rail as your guild.

Section 3

Assembly of pull out drawers
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first locate the sides of the pull out they have the glides attached,note there is a left and right and they slope slightly from front to back ( so that pull out will easily close)
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attache rear of pullout using the connector,then connect other side 
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then mount front, using screws thru the front
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slide bottom of pull out into grove and screw in place thru pre drilled holes in the bottom , you now have your pull out 
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
